Menomonee Valley Partners is hard at work at
Menomonee Valley — From the Ground Up, a
set of integrated projects that together improve
our economy, ecology and community. This is
the largest effort we have undertaken in our
15-year history. In fact, the vision is so big that
we are collaborating with the State, City and
Urban Ecology Center to complete it. Thank you
to the hundreds of donors who have stepped
forward to support the $25 million campaign,
committing an astounding $23.4 million to date
and demonstrating the impact of a strong
public — private partnership.

MENOMONEE VALLEY FROM THE GROUND UP

THREE BRIDGES PARK OPENS

After a decade of planning, the 24-acre former
rail yard along the Menomonee River from

the 27th to the 35th Street viaducts has been
transformed into Three Bridges Park, through a
collaborative effort of the State of Wisconsin,
City of Milwaukee, Menomonee Valley Partners,
Urban Ecology Center and the many volunteers
who shaped the vision. It features a one-mile
extension of the Hank Aaron State Trail, one mile
of walking trails along the river, three bridges
that connect the Valley to Mitchell Park and
southside neighborhoods and a canoe ramp and
fishing area on the Menomonee River. Mounds
of dirt on the site were shaped like glacial
features, providing vistas over the city. Boulders
were placed in the Menomonee River to create
pools and riffles that improve fish habitat. A land
restoration effort is underway to create prairie,
woodland and wetland areas to provide wildlife
habitat. The restoration is a community effort
that will continue for years to come.

Three Bridges Park opened to the public on
July 20, 2013 with a community celebration.
More than 1,000 people participated in the
opening ceremony that included processions
from all three bridges. A ribbon cutting
ceremony at the canoe launch/fishing pier
officially opened the new Menomonee

River access to the Milwaukee community.
The celebration included fishing and kayak
demos, an inaugural bike ride, dance troupes
and martial artists from the surrounding
neighborhoods, face painting, food trucks and
live music.

Menomonee Valley Partners works to recruit
businesses to the Menomonee Valley and

support ongoing economic development and
job creation throughout the Valley. Economic

development in 2013 includes:

POTAWATOMI COMPLETES
BIODIGESTER AND IS NOW
CONVERTING WASTE TO ENERGY

The Forest County Potawatomi Community-
owned FCPC Renewable Generation LLC,
completed an $8.6 million investment in the
Valley—a food waste-to-energy facility just one
block west of the Potawatomi Bingo Casino.
The renewable energy facility converts liquid
and solid food wastes to biogas through an
anaerobic digestion process. The biogas fuels
two 1-megawatt generators producing a total
of approximately 2 megawatts of gross electrical
power output—enough electricity to power
about 1,500 homes. The power is then sold
back to We Energies, the local electrical utility.
The project included nearly 100 construction
jobs and supports five full-time jobs.

GLOBAL WATER CENTER OPENS

The Global Water Center, an incubator for
innovation and a showcase for the Milwaukee
region’s ambitious plan to become a global
leader in water technology, opened its doors in
September 2013. The four-story building located
on the recently named Freshwater Way creates a
shared space for water-engineering companies,
water technology start-ups, UWM School of

Freshwater Sciences faculty and students and
other water-minded organizations. The building
was nearly fully leased by the end of 2013, and
the intent is to continue growth of the water
cluster on the adjoining land, the Reed Street
Yards Water Technology Park.

POTAWATOMI BINGO CASINO MARKS
MILESTONE WITH HOTEL TOPPING-

OFF CEREMONY

Potawatomi Bingo Casino celebrated a
benchmark in its $150 million hotel project in
November with a topping-off ceremony of the
18-story tower. The celebration recognized
the more than 1,000 workers who have been
involved in the hotel’s construction to date.

RISHI TEA ANNOUNCES PLANS TO
MOVE TO THE MENOMONEE VALLEY

In 2013, Rishi Tea announced plans to move to
the Menomonee Valley Industrial Center. The
Milwaukee-based tea seller, which imports teas
from around the world and produces its own
specialty tea and herb blends, purchased 3.8 acres
and plans to build a 48,000 square foot building
with office and manufacturing space. Rishi broke
ground in January of 2014 and expects to be
operating in the Valley by the end of the year.

Potawatomi Bingo Casino

Once it opens in fall 2014, the hotel will add
approximately 230 jobs to the casino, which
currently employs nearly 2,600. The hotel
will feature 381 guest rooms and offer a full-
service casual restaurant, lobby bar, exercise
area and more than 10,000 feet of additional
meeting space. The hotel development will
also be smoke-free and green, designed to
include a number of environmentally friendly
features, including the use of recycled products
and materials, the incorporation of energy
efficient mechanical, electrical and plumbing
design strategies, an innovative storm water
management system, and the use of native
plant species in the landscape design.

Reed Street Yards, a 15-acre parcel on the
South Menomonee Canal, is on its way to
becoming the Global Water Technology
Park. Construction of new streets, utilities,

system to recapture grey water are nearly
complete. The site is intended to attract
water-related businesses that can benefit
from shared flow labs, marketing and
entrepreneurial training offered through
the adjacent Global Water Council.

In 2013, three companies announced their
interest in growing in the Menomonee Valley.
Solaris, a manufacturer of medical compression
garments, declared its intention to move to the
Menomonee Valley Industrial Center. Charter
Wire, which moved to the Menomonee Valley

Lakefront Brewery, the Milwaukee-based
brewer, announced its interest in developing
a new facility in the Menomonee Valley and
secured an option on nearly nine acres of
land on Canal Street, just west of the Harley-
Davidson Museum.

VALLEY REAL ESTATE SHOWCASE
TAKES TO THE RIVER

In September 2013, Menomonee Valley
Partners hosted the Valley Real Estate Showcase
to highlight successes and identify future
development opportunities, particularly along
the Menomonee River. More than 100 real
estate professionals launched from the Twisted
Fisherman, touring by boat to view sites that
still hold tremendous redevelopment potential.

PUBLIC POLICY FORUM TO STUDY
WHAT WORKED IN THE VALLEY

In the last 15 years, the Menomonee Valley has
undergone a remarkable transformation. What
was once known as Wisconsin’s worst eyesore has
become a model of sustainable redevelopment.
Forty companies moved here, thousands of jobs have
been created, 1 million square feet of sustainably
designed buildings have been constructed, 60
acres of new parks and trails were built, and Valley
destinations now attract 10 million visitors annually.
The Public Policy Forum was selected to study the
decisions and policies that made these successes
possible and to identify the lessons learned that
could be transferrable to other areas. The report is
expected to be published in fall 2014.

VALLEY A STAKEHOLDER IN THE
1-94 CORRIDOR STUDY

The Wisconsin Department of Transportation is
in the midst of the study phase of rebuilding the
I-94 East-West Freeway Corridor from 16th to
70th streets. As reconstruction of this corridor
will greatly impact the Valley, Menomonee Valley
Partners is dedicating resources to engage Valley
stakeholders, review designs, and promote
priorities important to Valley businesses, workers,
and visitors.

HANK AARON STATE TRAIL
6TH STREET RAMP TO OPEN

In summer 2014, Hank Aaron State Trail visitors
will have a direct link from the Valley to the
Global Water Center, Walker's Point and Third
Ward neighborhoods. Thanks to a partnership
among the State of Wisconsin, City of Milwaukee
and Reed Street Yards, the long-awaited
connection from the 6th Street Bridge to the Reed
Street Yards property is scheduled to open in June
of 2014.

The project includes a ramp from the west side
of the 6th Street Bridge and a staircase from

the east side of the bridge to property below.
This connection will be part of the Hank Aaron
State Trail that will meet with the riverwalk being
constructed along the South Menomonee Canal.
